1. 	PULL PIN.

After the lire is out, clean up dry powder 

immediately to avoid corrosion.

Inspection And Maintenance

• Inspect the extinguisher AT LEAST once a month more 

frequently if exposed to weather or possible tampering. 
• Check that extinguisher is charged. Pointer on pressure indicator 

MUST be in green section. II pointer is in red or white section 
extinguisher is NOT ready for use. 

• Be sure the lock pin is firmly in place. 
• Keep the extinguisher clean. Check for dents, scratches, 

corrosion or any other damage. 
Check the discharge nozzle. Make sure it is clean and lree 01 
obstructions.

extinguishers light wood, paper and cloth lires, plus flammable liquid, 
gaseous and electricallires. Type BCE extinguishers are lor lIam­
mabie liquids, gaseous and electrical fires. 

To determine which class or classes 01 lire your extinguisher is 
designed to fight, locate the blue use code symbols on the front 
extinguisher label. 

Using the wrong extinguisher on a lire could do more harm than 
good. Be sure you understand Which extinguisher is appropriate for 
each class offire. Forprotection against AllCOMMON CLASSES OF 
FIRES, you must choose a type ABCE extinguisher. 

How To Assemble And Install 
Molded Strap Bracket 

1. Remove straps from 2. Fasten bracket to wall 
bracket with scissors. with two 114" screws and 

washers (not included). 

3. Push ends of straps through 4. Place extinguisher into 
slots on bracket(side ofstrap bracket. Buckle straps 
with circles faces outward). together to lock in place.
